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Violent Street Gang Investigations

This is a 40-hour course for criminal investigators interested 
in or currently working street gang investigations. Some 
of the topics covered in this course will be: Basic Gang 
History, Culture of the Gang, Signs, Symbols, Myths 
and Initiations, Gang Related Homicide/Shootings, 
Search Warrants, Operational Plans & Large Scale 
Takedowns and Case Management. This course will 

focus on building a case for prosecution in the federal system utilizing 
the Enterprise Theory of Investigation, the concept currently used in 
investigation conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.

Although this 
course makes use of digital cameras, it has application for agencies using 
traditional film-based technology as well as those already using digital.
